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SECTION 10

ACCIDENT PREVENTION SPECIAL NEEDS

IDENTIFICATION/INVESTIGATION

The workplace parties agree that one of the major functions of the Joint Health and Safety Committees should be to become involved with accident prevention on a proactive basis rather than reactive.  In an effort to accomplish this the Committees will collect and compile statistical data, review audits, safety tour reports and accident investigation reports, in an effort to identify potential “problem areas.”

Through this analysis or via information from a department, two members from the respective Joint Health and Safety Committee, one representing the workers and the other representing the Company may conduct an investigation.  They will then submit a written report, jointly signed, of their findings with any recommendations to the respective Joint Committee.  The report will be reviewed at the next Committee meeting.

The investigating team may request the assistance of other organized groups 

within Stelco Lake Erie ie. Purchasing, Works Engineering etc.
